Whois a Professor?

O you aspire to be a
professor? Well, here is a
word of wisdom from the

Professor of Education, Prof. John
Shiundu, on who a professor is and
their role in university management.
Prof. Shiundu says that the word
professor comes from the French
word ‘professeur’ meaning ‘teacher..
Therefore, a professor is, first of all,
a teacher. He/she is also a faculty
member of the highest academic

rank at any university. Attaining such

a name, according to Prof. Shiundu,
requires hard work and an in
depth interaction with knowledge.
Professors are recognized by their
quality teaching, university service,
community service and impressive
list of scholarly or published work.

“Many university instructors die
without becoming full professors
because it takes time and arduous
progression. It is not an easy
position,” he says.

The good professor further lists
the quality of a professor as being
a master teacher, a scholar and
a committed service provider,
educated, groomed in most aspects
of life and a specialized person in
his area, expected to have high
standards of professional ethics to
help the university achieve positive

ratings. He safeguards the image
of professors and the university.
A professor is a role model and a
value addition to the university.
He is not only respected in society
but also provides leadership
within and without the university.

A professor contributes to better
governance, corporate  policy,
boosts performance indicators of
a university due to his/her varied
experience, knowledge, resources
and perspectives on issues. They are
educators and influencers upon the
present and future generations who
base their teachings on universal
ethics of humility, honesty, trust,
empathy and community service.

Prof. Shiundu was one of the main
discussants during the Professors
Retreat at Farmview Hotel, Busia on
17th and 18th August 2018. With
the overall theme of “Optimizing
Professors Aptitude, the MMUST
